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I. Report of the One Hundred andlinth
Annual Meeting

The One Hundred andNinth Annual SSPP
meeting was heldMarch 2224, 2017 at the
Hilton DeSoto Hotel in Savannah, GA. Dr.
Theodore Bach (Bowling Green State
University) managed local arrangements.

Dr. Dimitria  Gatzia  (University of
Akron/Antwerp) chaired the philosophy
program committee. The philosophy program
consisted of 36 contributed papers (plus four in a
contributed symposium), 15 invited speakers,
and an author-meetscritics symposium. 67
colleges, universities, and other institutions were
represented.

Dr. Lisa Heimbauer (SUNY-Delhi) chaired the
psychology program committee. The
psychology = program  consisted of 48
presentations, including the Key L. Barkley
Symposium on the History of Psychology. Five
invited speakers, including Antonio Puente, the
current president of the American Psychological
Association, gave presentations. A total of 50
colleges, universities, and governmental
organizations were represented.

The President’s Invited Speaker was Dr. David
Chalmers, from NYU/ANU. His talk was
entitled “Perception and Illusion in Virtual
Reality.” The Society’s annual business meeting
was a plenary session.

Each year, the SSPP bestows the Richard M.
Griffith Memorial Award to members or
applicants for membership who are doctoral
candidates or have received the doctoral degree
within the last five years. The Griffith Award
Committee selects the philosopher and the
psychologist who give the papers of highest
merit. Dr. Tom Polger (University of
Cincinnati) chaired the Griffith Committee for
Philosophy, which recognize®anielle Wylie
(Mississippi State University) for her paper “The
Advantages of a Concept-Based Rationalist
Approach to Moral Judgment.” Dr. Bennett
Schwartz (Florida International University)
chaired the Griffith Committee for Psychology,
which recognized Alexandria C. Zakrzewski,
(University of Richmond) for her paper “Testing
Generalization of Metacognitive Accuracy”. The
award carries a $300 cash prize and
commemorative paperweight.
